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How Do I Embed a Real Media Video File in one of My Pages?

 The Real Media plugin can also reference .ram files, which are text files on your server that reference Real
Media files. A .ram file can contain multiple .rm files, serve them as a playlist, and can help obfuscate the
location of you original .rm media files, making it more difficult (but not impossible) to download them. 
 To create a .ram file: 
 1. Using a text editor (such as Notepad or SimpleText), create a text file containing the URL to each of your
realaudio/video file. For example, the contents of your file should be in the following form: 
 http://www.your_domain.com/audioclip.ra 
 3. Save your text file using a .ram file extension. 
 4. In your HTML document, reference the .ram text file in a hyperlink. For example: 
 <A HREF="/audioclip.ram">
